WE APPEAL TO ALL CITIZENS OF THE MSUNDUZI MUNCIPALITY TO 
RESPECT EACH OTHER DURING THIS AUSPICIOUS ANNUAL CELEBRATION 

AND TO BUILD SOCIAL COHESION AND UNITY IN DIVERSITY. PLEASE BE 
MINDFUL OF ANIMALS, BIRDS, CHILDREN AND THE ELDERLY AND TAKE 

NECESSARY PRECAUTIONS. 
 

WE APPEAL TO ALL CITIZENS TO COMPLY WITH THE TIME LIMITS SET AND 
WE SUPPORT THE PROSECUTION OF ANY MEMBER OF THE PUBLIC  

WHO VIOLATES THESE BYLAWS BY NOT ADHERING TO THE TIME LIMITS 
FOR FIREWORKS USE OR ANYONE WHO  

INFRINGES ON HINDUS RIGHTS TO DO SO DURING THIS PERIOD. 
 

NOTE: 
WHILE “BIG BANGS” ARE BANNED IN SOUTH AFRICA THE 

FIREWORKS INCLUDING AERIAL DISPLAYS THAT ARE IMPORTED 
AND SOLD IN SOUTH AFRICA DO EMIT A LOUD BANG SOUND 

WITHIN THE LEGAL LIMITS AND WILL NORMALLY HAVE A CODE
